Our Japanese and Australian colleagues were
there, as well as colleagues from Canada, US,
Mexico, Argentina, France, Great Britain, and
elsewhere. This gathering reminded me of
how crucial face-to-face meetings are even in
this era of social media and internet
communication. | look forward to meeting
others in our expanding networks in Buenos
Aries at the end of July, where there will be a
meeting to create an affiliate, and elsewhere
next academic year. | will attend the
delegates meeting of the International
Congress of Historical Sciences at the end of
September in Moscow and will push for our
submissions for the 2020 ICHS/CISH program.
| thank all the colleagues again who put
together panel proposals!

Here | stress the announcement that we
posted with the second call for papers for the
2018 meeting of our organization on why |
moved our meeting from Santa Barbara, USA
(probably because it is foremost on my
mind):

Over the years the IFRWH has met at the
home institution of our President: Melbourne

Australia, Belfast Northern Ireland, Sofia
Bulgaria, and Sheffield United Kingdom. As
the first President from the United States, |
was looking forward to greeting historians of
women, gender, and sexuality from around
the world to celebrate our 30™ anniversary at
my beautiful campus, the University of
California, Santa Barbara, nestled between
the sea and mountains in what is called the
American Rivera. (The IFRWH was founded in
1987). But the hate crimes, racial profiling,
deportation regime, immigration restrictions,
Muslim bans, border detention, attacks on
reproductive rights and trans* existence,
alternative facts, and media and science
bashing of the Trump administration has led
me to relocate the August 2018 conference
to the downtown center of Simon Fraser
University, Vancouver, Musqueam, Squamish
and Tsleil-Waututh Territories, Canada. The
situation in the US is too unpredictable and
volatile to risk disrespect to guests from
abroad. We seek to minimalize
inconveniences and will work with green card
and visa holders in the US who wish to
participate but might have difficulties leaving
the country for an academic conference,
another indication of how the Trump regime
has upended normality.




Working with members of our steering
committee, past officers, and officers of the
Canadian and US Women's History
organizations (including Franca lacovetta,
Karen Balcom, Barbara Molony, Sandra
Dawson, Susah Yohn, Nupur Chaudhuri, and
Cheryl Warsh), | approached Professor
Jennifer Spear, co-chair of the Berkshire
Conference when held at the University of
Massachusetts in 2011 and Chair of the
Department of History at Simon Fraser
University. Jennifer has proffered support
and valiantly assembled a local arrangements
team. We have moved the dates back by a
few days so the conference now runs
Thursday late afternoon through Sunday
morning, August 9-12, 2018.

Unlike other international meetings
scheduled for the US, ours was far enough
away that we had not signed contracts. We
issued a second Call for Papers, with a date
for submission of proposals as July 1, 2017.
Notification will come by September 1, 2017
for those who have already submitted.
Registration will open shortly thereafter, with
instructions sent out at that time. Very few of
those who applied for a conference in Santa
Barbara withdrew so we have over 200
people so far proposing participation. We will
accept late proposals for consideration with a
rolling acceptance deadline if there is room.
Because of the financial arrangements, we
will need to replace those colleagues unable
to come and so will have strict deadlines for
acceptance and pulling out from
participation. We realize that all meetings
have not able to attend as the meeting gets
closer, especially for international events
with longer planning time lines. That certainly
was the case at the Berkshire Conference at

Hofstra University, Hempstead New York last
month, which had the response to Trump
policies, the policies themselves, and the
usual attrition. We are hoping for around 220
participants as at our meeting in Sheffield. By
having a more intimate meeting than the
Berks, there is ample opportunity for
exchange. We already have wonderful
response in our request for cosponsors,
including Canadian and US journals and
women’s history organizations and plan to
reach out to others and funders this Fall.

Vancouver in August is not cheap, but neither
is Santa Barbara and the advantages are an
international airport and a vibrant
cosmopolitan and diverse city. Though our
fundraising will be more complicated, we
recognize the continuing need for
subventions or partial aid for graduate
students and some scholars coming from
institutions in places under distress where
academic travel is not available and personal
resources cannot make up the difference.
Canada has its own visa rules that we will
offer a guide for scholars who need to obtain
one. On the registration form there will be
request for contributions to a solidarity fund.
We have a block of dorms at Simon Fraser’s
main campus (light rail away) as well as have
downtown and closer light rail hotels to
provide a range of prices. Some of you will
book on your own through various sources as
well. We will provide all of that information
in the Fall and in the Winter newsletter.
August in Vancouver is very popular—though
well worth it and a wonderful place for
planning your vacation around.

At this time, | can announce, however, that
the opening plenary will be on “Indigenous
Feminisms in Settler Colonial Societies,”
cosponsored with the journal Feminist
Studies (which has a call for papers on this
theme, see announcement in this newsletter,
p. 6) and others to be confirmed. Another
Presidential panel will be an
intergenerational conversation with the
Italian feminist theorist and historian Silvia
Federici conducted by her collaborator the
interdisciplinary feminist scholar Camille
Barbagalio from Britain. There will be a
showing of a documentary film—Paura non
abbiamo (We have no fear; it is subtitled in
English)-- about striking women workers in
1950s Bologna, Italy, coproduced by Italian
historian Eloisa Betti, with commentaries by
historians of women, work, and the Cold
War. Please suggest other film panels! And
we would like to launch books, so please
contact me about that if you have an
appropriate one.

| am working on two other panels: one
revisiting “Gender” as a category in light of
Trans* theory, intersectionality, and
translation from one scholarship to others in
time, place, and language; the other either
on migrations, borders, and global
movements of people, ideas, and objects or
on populisms, nationalisms,
transnationalisms, depending on the final
batch of your proposals. Jennifer Spear and

her amazing local arrangements folks in
Vancouver are planning walking tours,
appropriate cultural exchange during our
banquet, and other possibilities. We are so
indebted to them.

Hope you are having a wonderful summer.

trips to the Berkshire Conference and a series
of meetings in Italy on women workers,
including a symposium organized by

The Nordic Women’s and Gender History Conference is an established forum for historians of women,
gender and sexuality in the Nordic context. The theme of the 2018 conference is Crisis.

Crisis talk is characteristic to our times. Public discussion is replete with crises — the crisis in international
relations, the crisis of democracy, refugee and immigration crises, the environmental crisis, the economic
crisis and the many crises associated with war and terrorism. In addition, the potential and actual
conflicts born out of cultural encounters are a major cause of concern.

Historians are familiar with crises in different historical periods and geographical and cultural contexts.

Crises have been much studied within different branches of history, for they can, on the one hand, shed
light on ruptures and transformations and their impact and, on the other hand, reveal continuities. And,
regardless of the social situation, individuals will experience personal crisis and seek to cope with them.

Gender research stresses the need to take gender account as a central political, social and cultural factor,
while historical research emphasises the importance of historical knowledge in analysing and solving
present-day crises.

NEWS

The Australian Women’s History Network’s
conveners have slightly changed, with Kat
Ellinghaus (University of Melbourne) joining Jordy
Silverstein and Mary Tomsic as convener.

In July, as part of the annual Australian Historical
Association conference, the AWHN held its
annual symposium. Convened by postgraduate
and early career researcher members Sophie
Robinson, Isobelle Barrett Meyering, Chelsea
Barnett and James Keating, the conference was a
rich and vibrant occasion. Beginning with the
launch by Jane Carey of the latest edition (no. 23)



of Lilith: A Feminist History Journal, and moving
through 18 papers, the day concluded with a
panel to honour the late historian Jill Roe (1940-
2017), who was a formidable, kind, generous, and
brilliantly smart colleague, writer, mentor and
friend to many in the Network and around the
world.

Jill's academic career was expansive, beginning
when she joined Macquarie University in the late
1960s as part of a very fresh history department.
In her lifetime, she wrote an acclaimed biography
of the Australian writer Miles Franklin, perhaps
her favourite and most beloved subject, as well
as histories of Australian social policy,
unemployment, and theosophy. lJill was also
President of the AHA, serving two terms between
1998 and 2002.

Lilith: A Feminist History Journal is currently
accepting submissions for its 2018 edition, and is
looking forward to its 2017 symposium, ‘Blood,
Sweat and Cheers’: A Long Journey to Equity?’,

being held at Griffith University on September 15,
2017. Jane Carey has stepped down as Managing
Editor of Lilith, and Sianan Healy (La Trobe
University) has taken on the position. Both the
Lilith editorial committee and the AWHN thank
Jane for all her hard work in revitalising and
continuing the journal.

The AWHN continues to maintain its blog, VIDA:
Blog of the Australian Women’s History
Network, edited by Ana Stevenson and Alana
Piper. VIDA seeks to provide a platform for
scholars to publically communicate scholarship
relating primarily to feminist, gender, and
women’s history in Australia and the world.
Authors who have contributed to VIDA come
from a variety of backgrounds: academics at all
career stages, independent scholars, activists,
museum curators, journalists, and others in the
creative industries. They hail from all Australian

states, as well as New Zealand, Britain, the United
States, and South Africa.

VIDA has also been featured on other platforms.
For example, Anne Rees’ October 2016 article for
The Conversation made mention of the AWHN’s
blog. In 2017, blogs from the “Humanitarianism
and Internationalism” and the “Inspirational
Women” series were spotlighted on the Imperial
& Global Forum’s weekly Top Picks. Many other
blogs have been featured on the monthly
roundups hosted by the History Carnival and the
Down Under Feminists’ Carnival. VIDA blogs have
also been republished on Inside Story and the
ARC History of Emotions blog, while the
“Humanitarianism and Internationalism Series” is
reposted on A Seat at the Table: Australian
Women in Global Governance, the website for
the ARC Laureate Research Program in
International History. Tweets featuring course
codes suggest that VIDA is being used as a
tertiary teaching resource at Macquarie
University and the University of Limerick, while
an academic at Griffith University mentioned her
intention to use the blog as part of a third-year
undergraduate history course.

Some of our most popular posts relate to the
challenges facing women in academia. Laura
Rademaker’s piece “Bringing a baby to a
conference” recently broke our previous record
for most first-day views when it received 800
visitors in its first 24 hours. Sonja Wurster’s “The
Leaking Pipe: Women in Academia”, which
demonstrated the disproportionate degree to
which women in history depart at every step of
an academic career, also struck a chord on social
media.

Conference Reports

As well as the annual AWHN conference
mentioned above, members of the AWHN
participate in and convene numerous other
conferences. One of them, the 2nd International
Auto/Biography Association (IABA) - Asia Pacific

Chapter conference, was held at Central
Queensland University (CQU), Noosa campus,
Queensland, on 22-23 June 2017. Convened by
Professor Donna Lee Brien, this multi-disciplinary
conference brought together over 50 delegates
to consider life writing, including a considerable
focus on historical and historically-informed
narratives. The keynote address, ‘Do children
keep diaries anymore?’, was delivered by
Associate Professor Kate Douglas, Flinders
University. The first conference of IABA Asia-
Pacific was held in 2016, at Flinders University in
Adelaide. Central themes of the 2016 and 2017
conferences included indigeneity, cultural
displacement and asylum seeking, memory and
postmemory, life writing theory and practice,
regional texts and issues, and the experience and
representation of trauma.

During WWII, children from Belgian women and
German military were born in occupied Belgium,
the annexed eastern part of Belgium and in
Germany itself. They are truly 'war children':
without the war, their parents most probably
would never have met. Gerlinda Swillen (°1942)
studied the history of these women, men and
children. Who were the parents? How did they
meet? What kind of relation did they have, and
how could they maintain it (or not), in such a
complex social and ideological context? The
testimonies of the children provided some pieces
of the jigsaw, while court and hospital records
shed light on contemporary mores and the
circumstances of some births.

Swillen’s research stands apart from most studies
of the Occupation in Belgium, which tend to deal
with topics such as collaboration and resistance,
or the role of institutions. She focuses on sexual
and emotional relations, on everyday life, but is
also attentive to questions of legal status and to
social consequences. Belgian-German  war
children did not have secure legal of social
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protection, as is the case for war children born
today, during other conflicts.

Around 1800 anatomy as a discipline rose to
scientific prominence as it undergirded the Paris-
centred clinical revolution in medicine. Although

classical anatomy gradually lost ground in the
following centuries in favor of new disciplines
based on microscopic analysis, general anatomy
nevertheless remained pivotal in the teaching of
medicine. Corpses, anatomical preparations,
models, and drawings were used more
intensively than ever before. Moreover, anatomy
received new forms of public visibility. Through
public exhibitions and lectures in museums and
fairgrounds, anatomy became part of general
education and secured a place in popular
imagination. As such, the anatomical body
developed into a production site for racial,
gender, and class identities. Both within the
medical and the public sphere, art and science
continued to be closely intertwined in anatomical
representations of the body.

Three daughters from the aristocratic Antwerp
family Goubau became orphans in 1715, when
still children. In their teens and twenties, they
sought how to maintain both their emotional ties
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and the family fortune. The three sisters relied on
aunts, nephews and nieces, grandmothers,
friends and some uncles to realise their personal
goals and to benefit the family. Their letters show
how their networks functioned and reveal their
independence. Joanna Theresia Goubau, who
lived longest, was strongly anchored in the
Antwerp elite through her marriage with James
Dormer. She combined motherhood with
business, also after her husband died. A double
wedding, of her daughter and her stepson with
children of the important family van Brouchoven
van Bergeyck, consolidated the family as an
emotional entity. The family archive, kept in
Cortewalle castle in Beveren, unveils their world.

NEWS

In 2016—2017, the members of the Bulgarian
Group of the IFRWH have been working on
several projects.

In May-June 2016 and March 2017, a Feminist
Walk Project for design of tourist cultural routes
in three Bulgarian cities (Sofia, Rousse, and
Blagoevgrad) was completed. It included sites of
memory related to the history of the Bulgarian
women's movement and the achievements of
Bulgarian women. Their focus was on gender
equality in the fields of education, labour market

and politics. Guides were university lecturers,
museum specialists and students from the
Matilda Master's Program in Women’s and
Gender History at the Sofia University. The routes
attracted many tourists and local citizens.

In November 2016, the Bulgarian Association of
Univerity Women (BAUW) and the Institute of
Literature at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences
organized a Conference “Women in Bulgarian
Literature, History and Culture”. It was attended
by members of the Bulgarian Group of the
IFRWH. New research was presented in the field
of literature, history,  cultural  studies,
anthropology, ethnology, etc. A collection of
papers is under the press.

In March 2017, the BAWU and the Bulgarian
Helsinki Committee organized the Memorial
Women Campaign aimed at focusing public
attention on the past and present of Bulgarian
women. Within its framework, the members of
the Bulgarian Group of the IFRWH delivered two
public lectures on the history of the BAUW and
linguistic aspects of gender, participated in radio
and television broadcasts, and supported the
writing of new articles on prominent Bulgarian
women in Wikipedia.

A number of documentary exhibitions in Sofia in
2016-2017 have made a starting point for future
research in the history of Bulgarian women. The
exhibitions presented the traveler Lyuba
Kutintcheva (hosted by the Archives State
Agency, May 2016), the scholar Eudoxia Filova
(hosted by the Institute of Ethnology and Folklore
Studies with Ethnographical Museum — BAS, June
2016), the journalist and writer Milka Petrova-
Koralova (hosted by the National Library, January
2017), the pedagogue Penka Kassabova (hosted
by the Boris Hristov Museum, March 2017), and
the writer and translator Mara Beltcheva (hosted
by the University Library of the Sofia University,
May 2017).
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Several exhibitions of women artists’ works were
presented, included Elka Zaharieva (hosted by
the Museum of History - Samokov) and Vera
Nedkova (hosted by the National Gallery - Sofia).

PUBLICATIONS

Over the past half year, a few publications
appeared in the Balkanistic Forum Journal (2016,
no. 3) and the Bulgarian Ethnology Journal (2015,
no. 2). They examine women’s participation in
the Russo-Turkish War (1877-1878) and the
Bulgarian female travellers in the 19-20th
centuries.

In the Volume Museum Beyond the Nation?
Debates in Museology (eds. Vukov, Nikolay,
Svetla Kazalarska, and Iglika Mishkova. Sofia:
Gutenberg, 2016), three articles deal with the
women’s place in Bulgarian museums since 1989.

To Come out of the Shadow. Unpublished Works
by Zlatka Cholakova and Olga Chavova, (eds.
Muratova, Nourie, Kristina Popova, and Georgeta
Nazarska. Vol. 4 of Women and Minorities
Archives Series, Blagoevgrad: University Press,
2016) include unpublished works by two famous
women writers and translators - Zlatka Cholakova
and Olga Chavova. They criticized the Communist
regime and were preserved in their private
archives.

In 1973 forty-nine women left the Philippines to
work as chambermaids at the Hotel Scandinavia
in Copenhagen. They became known as “The
49ers” and were among the last “Filipino
Pioneers,” as the arrivals of 1960-1973 referred
to themselves. In late 1973 Denmark formally
stopped issuing work permits for third-country
nationals, which profoundly changed the
conditions for later arrivals. Since the 2000s a
new wave of migrants from the Philippines has
entered Denmark on a much larger scale but
under more precarious conditions. This article
traces the lives of “The 49ers” and examines the
relations between the generation of the Pioneers
and the later migrants, illustrating a history of
creating labor in motion.

Finland 100 years — Suomil00: Finland is
celebrating its 100th year of independence and
throughout the country various popular and
academic happenings are taking place. Here are
some examples of events and projects attached
to the anniversary:

History of Helsinki from a new perspective:
Helsinki Walks provides cultural events and city
walks based on forgotten stories of the Finnish
capital. Helsinki Walks has also produced
database of historical biographies of men and
women who have contributed to the Finnish
society all around in Finland but have not so far
been acknowledged. The short biographies have
been written in Finnish by scholars, university
students and volunteers. The name of the project
is 100 vuotta -100 tekijaa (100 years -100
persons).

Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie’s book We should all
be feminists (2014) was translated into Finnish
(Meiddn kaikkien pitdisi olla feministejé. Otava:
Helsinki 2017, translated by Sari Karkulahti) and
distributed to all school children on the 9" grade
in Finnish high schools (comprehending c. 63,000
teenagers). The distribution was part of the
project ISOT (“The importance of being yourself”,
in Finnish “Itsensa olemisen tarkeydesta”-hanke)

and it was funded by the Otava foundation
(Otavan kirjasaatio). ISOT is a national project
which aims at educating global equality and
parity issues, improve self-knowledge and self-
esteem of teenagers. The collaborators consists
among others, Ministry of Education and Culture
in Finland, Otava Publishing and Otava
Foundation, University of Jyvaskyla, Finnish
association for Children’s Culture, PEN Finland,
Finnish Teachers’ union (OAJ). The book launch
was part of the WOW (Women of the World)
Finland programme 2017:

Kone Foundation’s Award for the best academic
article (Vuoden Tiedekyna) was granted to
historian Miika Tervonen for his article “Myytti
yhden kulttuurin Suomesta” [Myth of culturally
homogenous Finland] where he analyses how the
image of homogenous Finnish nation has been
developed and what has been the role of
historians in this process.

Josine Blok, Citizenship in Classical Athens.
Cambridge, 2017.

What did citizenship really mean in classical
Athens? It is conventionally understood as
characterized by holding political office. Since
only men could do so, only they were considered
to be citizens, and the community (polis) has
appeared primarily as the scene of men's political
actions. However, Athenian law defined citizens
not by political office, but by descent. Religion
was central to the polis and in this domain,
women played prominent public roles. Both men
and women were called ‘citizens'. On a new
reading of the evidence, Josine Blok argues that
for the Athenians, their polis was founded on an
enduring bond with the gods. Laws anchored the
polis' commitments to humans and gods in this
bond, transmitted over time to male and female
Athenians as equal heirs. All public offices, in
various ways and as befitting gender and age,
served both the human community and the
divine powers protecting Athens.

BOOK ON UKRAINIAN WOMEN AND
MODERNIZATION

Publication of the book Ukrainski Zhinky v hornyli
modernizatsii (Ukrainian Women in the Crucible
of Modernization), Kharkiv: Klub simeinoho
dozvillia, 2017, 304 p. ISBN 978-617-12-3177-1,
edited by Oksana Kis, is the main achievement of
the Ukrainian Association for Research in
Women'’s History (UARWH) in the recent period.

The volume includes 11 chapters authored by
nine members of the UARWH: Maryana Baidak,
Olha Bezhuk, Ivanna Cherchovych, Myroslava
Dyadiuk, Marta Havryshko, Oksana Kis, Kateryna
Kobchenko, Olena Stiazhkina, and Maryna
Voronina.

The book covers a wide range of themes — from
gender relations in a traditional peasant family in
the pre-industrial Ukrainian countryside in the
late 19" century (so serve as a reference point for
subsequent dramatic changes), women’s struggle
for higher education and professional training
and fin de siecle public discourse of women’s
emancipation; Ukrainian women’s experiences in
the WWI; the interwar gender politics in Soviet

Book Awards

For a first book that deals substantially with the
history of women, gender, and/or sexuality

Marisa J. Fuentes, Dispossessed Lives: Enslaved
Women, Violence, and the Archive. Philadelphia:
University of Pennsylvania Press, 2016.

Citation: Marissa Fuentes has written an original,
complex, and perceptive book about enslaved
women in eighteenth-century Bridgetown,
Barbados. Each chapter combines a finely
grained study of an individual woman with a
discerning analysis of the slender and
problematic archival evidence of her life. From
sheer fragments, Fuentes places women in the
context of urban Caribbean slavery and
powerfully reconstructs the features of their
lives. Each chapter answers implicit questions
about its subject: How did she labor? What urban

spaces did she move through? What discipline
and violence did she encounter? Fuentes
carefully demonstrates the ways in which
enslaved women “enacted their personhood”
despite their experiences of violence,
dehumanization, and commodification.

The theoretical foundations of Dispossessed
Lives are as paradigm shifting as its substantive
conclusions. Fuentes took on the troubled and
frustrating archive upon which we are reliant to
help excavate the lives of enslaved women in the
eighteenth-century Caribbean. In addition to
recovering and reconstructing lives, the book also
addresses the production and survival of
knowledge about enslaved women. Fuentes
reads “along the bias grain of the archive” and
boldly confronts its erasures, silences, and
politics. Lucid, absorbing, and

troubling, Dispossessed Lives is a rich addition to
the study of early modern enslaved women.

For afirst book in any field of history that does
not focus on the history of women, gender,
and/or sexuality

Anya Zilberstein, A Temperate Empire: Making
Climate Change in Early America. New York:
Oxford University Press, 2016.

Citation: Anya Zilberstein has written an astute
book about intellectual debates in the north
Atlantic regarding the historical significance of
climate and its variability. Her path breaking
analysis of how people understood climate
change is pointedly linked to discussions about
colonial expansion. A Temperate Empire offers
an important corrective to current scholarship on
climate in the seventeenth and eighteenth
centuries. It demonstrates not only that northern
climes were considered by Western European
colonizers to be less-than-ideal, thereby
puncturing stubborn myths about the supposedly
healthier New England colonies. It also shows
that colonial subjects slipped in and out of the so-
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called “frigid” and “torrid” zones. The chapter
excavating the journeys and experiences of the
Maroon community of Trelawny Town, Jamaica
as they were forcibly transported to Nova Scotia
is an excellent example of this, and stands as one
of the highlights of the book.

Part environmental history, part history of
science, A Temperate Empire is incredibly timely,
as it suggests that our own debates about climate
change need to be historicized. In demonstrating
the ways that climate figures not just as an
inescapable scientific fact, but simultaneously as
a discourse that is shaped and manipulated, this
book makes a key intervention into our
understanding of past and present climate
change. The book’s vivid and witty prose also
makes for admirably lucid reading.

Article Awards

For an article in the fields of the history of
women, gender, and/or sexuality

Amy Stanley, “Maidservants’ Tales: Narrating
Domestic and Global History in Eurasia, 1600-
1900,” American Historical Review, vol. 121, no.
2, April 2016, pp. 437-460.

The committee overwhelmingly agreed that
Stanley’s “Maidservants’ Tales” stood out in a
pool of very strong articles in this category
because of her innovative integration of micro
and global history, two “seemingly incompatible
strategies” to illustrate, as she writes, the “small
rebellions of ordinary people” which were
“common” ... “to women across Eurasia over
three hundred years.” We found her writing to be
highly engaging, and praised her ability to upend
our assumptions about women'’s lives in vastly
different historical contexts. She demonstrates
that women'’s historians might highlight lives that
at first glance appear unimportant because they
are, in the case of this article, maidservants, a
task performed by young women in broadly

different geographical and historical contexts, but
still use those lives to draw broad historical
understandings.

For article in any field of history other than the
history of women, gender, and/or sexuality

Devra Anne Weber, “Wobblies of the Partido
Liberal Mexicano: Reenvisioning Internationalist
and Transnational Movements through Mexican
Lenses,” Pacific Historical Review, 85, no. 2 (May
2016), 188-226.

The committee awarded this prize to Weber for
her methodologically interesting approach which
decenters the historical narrative of the Wobblies
by using a transnational lens to focus on the labor
activism of Mexican subjects in territory both
north and south of the shifting US/Mexican
border. As Weber points out and makes central
to her lens, both the people and the border have
moved over time. Her transnational focus
highlights the diversity of the activists in terms of
gender, linguistics, class, and ethnicity as people
lived, worked, and organized to target
“imperialism as well as industrial capitalism” ...
“across a transnational space.” She contends that
by restricting the history of the IWW to national
boundaries, historians have unwittingly
marginalized a “complex, messy, multiethnic, and
multilingual reality.” We also appreciated her
multigenerational scope, which views history
“through individuals, families, and communities”
to reveal a “multigenerational transmission of
values and activism” that reaches up to the
present.

The Association for Women in Slavic Studies
would like to congratulate the following
members for their publications and other
achievements in terms of grants, fellowships and
professorships:

Elena Gapova (Western Michigan
University/Eruopean Humanities University)
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published Klassy natsiy: feministskaya kritika
natsiostroitel'stva (The Classes of Nations:
Feminist Critique of Nationbuilding) at NLO
(New Literary Observer) in Moscow in the fall
of 2016. The book, which discusses the
intersection of gender, class stratification,
and nationbuilding in post-socialism, is a
collection of new and some previously
published papers grouped into four sections:
1. The Classes of Nations; 2. Capitalism and
Globalization; 3. Language-Gender-Subject;
and 4. The Feminist Criticism of (Post-Soviet)
Feminism. The volume was listed among the
ten most important non-fiction books of the
year by Novaya Gazeta.

Iveta Jusova (Carleton College) announces
the publication of the anthology Czech
Feminisms: Perspectives on Gender in East
Central Europe (Indiana University Press,
2016), which she and Jirina Siklova co-edited.
According to the publisher, "In this wide-
ranging study of women's and gender issues
in the pre- and post-1989 Czech Republic,
contributors engage with current feminist
debates and theories of nation and identity
to examine the historical and cultural
transformations of Czech feminism. This
collection of essays by leading scholars,
artists, and activists, explores such topics as
reproductive rights, state socialist welfare
provisions, Czech women's NGOs,
anarchofeminism, human trafficking, LGBT
politics, masculinity, and feminist art, among
others. Foregrounding experiences of
women and sexual and ethnic minorities in
the Czech Republic, the contributors raise
important questions about the transfer of
feminist concepts across languages and
cultures."

Eileen Kane (Connecticut College) has been
awarded a $237,00 New Directions
Fellowship from The Andrew W. Mellon
Foundation. New Directions Fellowships are

designed to support innovative
interdisciplinary research by helping early-
career humanities scholars pursue
systematic training in a new field. The award
will enable Kane to train in Middle East
Studies at Brown University in order to
investigate how large-scale migrations of
both Muslims and Jews from Russia and the
Soviet Union contributed to the formation of
the modern Middle East. To undertake this
work, she also plans to study Hebrew and
Yiddish.

Alisha Kirchoff (Indiana University —
Bloomington) received a Predissertation
Field Research Networking Grant from the
Russian Studies Workshop at Indiana
University, funded by the Carnegie
Corporation of New York, for her project,
"Professional Identity, Institutional Change,
and Social Transition: A Study of Russian
Lawyers." She will conduct sociological
research in Moscow, Russia.

Irina Livezeanu (University of Pittsburgh) is happy
to announce the publication in March 2017 The
Routledge History of East Central Europe since
1700, which she and Arpad von Klimo edited.
Covering territory from Russia in the east to
Germany and Austria in the west, this new book
explores the origins and evolution of modernity
in East Central Europe. An international team of
twenty-one authors from Europe and North
America investigate the history and
historiography of the region in thematically
ordered chapters, applying critical approaches to
major historical controversies, and expanding
readers' knowledge about this part of Europe.
Chapter 6, "Women's and Gender History," is
authored by Krassimira Daskalova and Susan
Zimmermann. Livezeanu is first author of the
Introduction and of chapter 5, "The Cultures of
East Central Europe: Imperial, National,
Revolutionary."
